2. All advertisements must comply with the requirements of the Financial Services Act (‘FSA’).  You will indemnify us against any loss or penalty incurred as a result of an advertisement submitted by you because it does not meet the requirements of FSA.

3. Your advertisement(s) should not contravene the provision of the Trade Descriptions Act 1980.  It should comply with the British Code of Advertising Practice and all other codes under the general supervision of the Advertising Standards Authority.

4. Signing of an order form constitutes a firm and binding agreement and acceptance of our terms and conditions.

15.
