•  300mm rattan wreath, £3, Hobbycraft
•  Paper or thin card in a selection of 

greens, red and white
•  Tracing paper and pencil 
•  Scissors
•  Scoring tool
•  Hot glue gun, glue stick, or PVA glue 

and paintbrush
•  Cocktail stick
•  Hole punch
•  A4 cutting mat, £9, Hobbycraft

BEFORE YOU BEGIN...
Trace the holly 
leaf, mistletoe 
and berry sprig 
templates from 
pages 184-185. 
Transfer them 
onto thin card 
and cut them 
out to make your 
templates.

T
his wreath is made up of 
traditional foliage shapes and 
colours – green holly, mistletoe 
and sprigs of red berries – but 
you could choose to go for 

rich jewel colours or even white and 
gold for a more contemporary result.

300mm rattan

From 
this...

...to this!
STEP 1 Draw round the holly 
templates onto the back of some 
green paper in one or two shades. 

STEP 3 Trace some berry 
sprigs onto red paper. The 

berries are the holes made by 
a standard office hole punch.

STEP 5 Score down the centre of 
each of the holly leaves.

STEP 2 Repeat with the mistletoe 
template on light green paper.

STEP 4 Cut out your holly leaves. To 
speed up the process, concertina the 
paper and cut out multiple leaves at 
once.

STEP 6 Fold the holly leaves inwards 
over the score line.

STEP 7 Apply a little PVA glue to the 
tips of the red sprigs. Use a cocktail 
stick as the sprigs are tiny.

STEP 8 Stick on the red berries (the 
hole punch chads) and leave them to 
dry.

STEP 9 Apply a little hot glue to the 
backs of the holly leaves and dot them 
around the rattan wreath. 

STEP 10 Dot the mistletoe sprigs 
with hot glue. Intersperse the 
mistletoe among the leaves and leave 
to dry.

STEP 11 Finally, dot the berry sprigs 
with hot glue. Intersperse the berries 
around the wreath and leave to dry. 
Your wreath is now ready to hang up! 
Prop it on a shelf or a mantel or tie 
a length of ribbon to the rattan and 
hang your wreath on a door.

THE COMPLETED 
WREATH
Hang your wreath 
above a mantel or 
shelf lined with gifts 
and foliage

TRY A VOTIVE WRAP
Working freehand, cut little leaves from 
deep-pink thin card or paper. Score each 
leaf. Apply a little PVA glue to the tips of 
some of the leaves and dip them into gold 
glitter. Tap off the excess and leave to dry. 
Glue the leaves to a 100mm (4in)-diameter 
rattan wreath. Finally, place a glass votive 
in the middle, pop in an artificial tealight 
and marvel at the magical twinkle as the 
light hits the glitter.

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Fabulous
Make a statement with this colourful Christmas stocking!
felt stockings

Top tip
You don’t have to stick 

to traditional festive 
colours, think outside 

the box a little to 
create something  

really quirky!

YOU WILL NEED
•  A large piece of craft felt (50 x 60cm/ 

20 x 24 inches)
•  Ric rac and other decorative ribbons 

and trims (each at least 40cm/16 inches 
long)

•  Ribbon for the loop to hang the 
stocking (25cm/10 inches)

•  Optional: pom pom trim (40cm/16 
inches)

•  Buttons
•  Sewing thread to match the felt and all 

trims used
•  Embroidery threads
•  Yarn 
•  A pom pom maker, or scrap cardboard
•  Optional: store-bought mini pom poms 

or felt balls/beads
•  Sewing scissors
•  Sewing needles and pins
•  Scissors, a pen, a ruler, plain paper and 

sticky tape for constructing the paper 
pattern

STEP 5
Fold the felt to 
create the stocking 
shape, with the trims 
on the outside. Cut 
a 25cm (10 inch) 
length of ribbon 
and fold it into a 
loop. If there’s a 
patterned side to the 
ribbon, make sure this 
is on the inside of the 
loop. Insert the cut ends 
of the loop into the top of 
the slit on the outside edge of 
the stocking, at a slight angle, and pin it 
in place. 

STEP 6
Pin the stocking together around the 
edge, leaving the embellished section 
unpinned. 

STEP 7
Sew around the undecorated stocking 
shape with running stitch then go back 
fill in the gaps to create a continuous 
line of stitching. Turn the stocking the 
right side out and use your fingers to 
poke and press out all the seams.

STEP 8
Pin along the unsewn side edge of the 
stocking and sew it together. Again, 
sew along the seam in one direction 
and then sew back again filling in the 
gaps with stitches to create a continuous 
line. Then trim any sticking out ribbon 
ends neatly and fold over the top of 
the stocking, pressing out the seam as 
necessary. Twist the ribbon loop inside 
out so the right side is showing.

STEP 9
Use a pom pom maker or two 
doughnut-shaped rings of card to make 
some pom poms. Put two card rings 
together and wrap a double thickness 
of yarn round them until they’re well 
covered. Snip the yarn from around the 
edge of the rings then tie a length of 
yarn between the two rings, pulling it 
tightly and knotting it securely. Then 
remove the rings and trim any loose 
ends to create a neat pom pom.

shape. Cut around the edge, leaving the 
same section uncut. You will now have 
two back-to-back stocking shapes joined 
together at the top.

STEP 4
If you have some pom pom trim, pin a 
piece along the top edge of the stocking, 
sewing it in place with running stitch to 
match the felt. Turn the stocking over 
and rotate it 180 degrees, so the pom 
poms are now at the bottom. Decorate 
the top of the stocking with horizontal 
rows of ric rac, ribbons, buttons and 
embroidery. Use a ruler to measure 11cm 
(4¼ inches) from the edge along which 
you’ve sewn the pom poms. This section 
is the area you need to decorate. You 
can use as many or few different colours 
and embellishments as you like!  

STEP 1
Draw a stocking shape on a large piece 
of paper, adding an extra 12.5cm  
(5 inches) to the top of the stocking – 
this will be the section you decorate and 
fold over. 

STEP 2
Place the pattern on a large piece of 
felt, making sure that you leave enough 
space for another stocking shape back-
to-back with this. Pin it then cut all 
the way around except for the ‘extra’ 
12.5cm where the two shapes will join 
together. 

STEP 3
Unpin the pattern, turn it over and pin 
it in place so it is lined up with the first 

STEP 10
Cut a length of yarn and knot it at one 
end. Use a large sharp needle to thread 
a selection of yarn pom poms and other 
embellishments onto the yarn. Repeat 
this to make a second pom pom string.

STEP 11
Thread the large needle with the yarn 
from one of the pom pom strings, and 
sew it into the felt next to the inside 
seam of the stocking – just below where 
the ribbon loop sticks out. Sew a long 
stitch in and out, taking care to sew 
through one layer of felt only. Then 
repeat with the second string. Adjust the 
position of the strings until you’re happy 
with them then knot the two yarn ends 
together twice to secure them and then 
trim any loose ends.

PLEASE NOTE: the use of buttons, 
pom poms and felt beads on this 
stocking means it’s unsuitable for young 
children and should be hung well out of 
their reach.Pr
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You can use any flavouring you like to give this 
lip balm its scent. Choose from classics like 

cherry, something sweeter like butterscotch, or

YOU WILL NEED
•  932g cup beeswax pellets 
•  1 tablespoon mango butter 
•  1 tablespoon avocado butter 
•  1 tablespoon coconut oil 
•  1 tablespoon apricot oil 
•  15 drops vitamin E oil 
•  ½ teaspoon flavouring of your choice 
•  Lip tubes or small containers

STEP 1 Fill a small saucepan halfway 
with water and heat over medium heat. 

STEP 2 Place the beeswax, mango 
and avocado butters, and coconut and 
apricot oils in a mason jar. Place the jar 
in the water. Heat, stirring occasionally, 
until the ingredients are melted 
together. 

STEP 3 Add the vitamin E oil and 
flavouring choice and stir to combine. 

STEP 4 Pour the mixture into 
containers and transfer to the 
refrigerator for 20 to 30 minutes to 
harden.

CRAFTINGCRAFTING
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Felt snow globe
Sew a sweet winter scene to hang on your Christmas tree!

ornament
Top tip

Unless otherwise stated, 
all the pieces that make 

up the snow globe should 
be sewn on with whip 
stitch and matching 

sewing thread, e.g. when 
sewing a piece of white 
felt use white sewing 

thread.

YOU WILL NEED
•  Felt in dark blue or black, light grey, 

light blue, grey, and white
•  Small pieces of red, brown and dark 

green felt
•  Sewing thread to match all the felt 

colours
•  Black sewing thread
•  White seed beads
•  Narrow ribbon or mini ric rac
•  A sewing needle and pins
•  Sewing scissors (embroidery scissors are 

great for cutting out small felt shapes)

(mountain A) so there is a very small gap 
to the left of the mountain. Then add 
the matching snow cap (snow cap A), 
sewing along the outside edges first to 
make sure the top points of both shapes 
line up neatly. Add the second mountain 
(B) and snow cap (B), so they overlap 
the first as pictured. Again, there should 
be a very small gap left between the 
mountain and the edge of the blue  
felt sky.  

STEP 4
Sew the cabin in position – making sure, 
again, that you leave a small bit of blue 
sky visible to the left. Add the window 
and door then use black sewing thread 
to stitch a frame on the window. Use 
backstitch to sew along the outside edge 
of the window, then sew two stitches in 
a cross shape to divide up the panes. 

STEP 5
Use the two tree templates provided to 
cut out a selection of green tree shapes. 
I used two different shades of green felt, 
cutting three trees from the darker shade 
and five from the lighter shade. Sew 
the trees in position with green thread, 
overlapping them slightly to create a 
‘forest’ of little triangles. The taller trees 
should be at the back and the smaller in 
front, with the dark and light felt spread 
evenly so the individual tree shapes stand 
out. Then add lots of white seed beads 
for the snow, using white sewing thread 
and three stitches per bead to sew each 
bead flat like an O. 

STEP 6
Cut out the snow globe, leaving a border 
of dark felt framing the design. Use this 
shape as a template to cut a matching 
piece of dark felt for the back of the 
ornament. Cut a length of narrow ribbon 
or ric rac (approx. 6 inches) and fold it in 
half to form a loop. Sew the ends of the 
loop onto the backing felt piece, so the 
ends will be hidden when you sew the 
ornament together. Use whip stitches 
and try to sew into the felt not through 
it. Place the front and back pieces 
together and sew around the edges 
using dark sewing thread and running 
stitch, sewing flush around the edge of 
the appliqued snow globe design. 

STEP 1
Use the templates provided on pages 
184-185 to cut out all the snow globe 
pieces, using the finished photo as a 
guide when choosing your felt colours. 
The templates for the door and window 
are small, so you may find them easier to 
cut out if you stick them to the felt with 
a piece of clear tape. Alternatively, you 
can use the templates as a rough guide 
and cut the pieces freehand. 

STEP 2
Pin the snow globe shape to a piece of 
dark backing felt and sew it in place. 
Then remove the pin(s). Line up the 
snow globe base piece with the snow 
globe shape and pin it in place. Sew it in 
position, sewing along the bottom edge 
first, removing the pin then continuing 
to sew around the rest of the shape. Add 
the light blue sky, taking care to sew the 
bottom of the sky piece flush with the 
top of the snow globe base. 

STEP 3
Sew the first mountain into position 
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
